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Part-time course

/What is a part-time course? \

A part-time course offers classes in the evening or during other specified hours, and the duration
of study is 3 years or more.

o In addition to schools where students study in the evening, there are also schools where
students can study during the daytime in the metropolitan high school (see "4 What are the
class hours?" for more information on class hours).

o There are two types of schools in the metropolitan high school system: "graded-system"
schools, which allow students to advance to the next grade after earning a set number of credits
per year and graduate after completing four years of study (three years in some cases), and
"Credit-based system" schools, which do not distinguish grades and allow students to graduate
after earning a set number of credits before graduation.

o Most schools offer a 4-year course of study, but some schools allow students to graduate in 3
years by passing the high school equivalency examination or by receiving credits for courses
taken in other parts of the day/evening high school system. See the “List of Tokyo
Metropolitan High Schools with part-time and correspondence courses" (pages 20-27) for
schools where students can graduate in three years.

* The details vary by high school, so please contact each school directly for details.

o Students who study while working may be eligible for an income tax deduction as a “working
student.”

1 Selecting a school
In selecting a school, keep the following in mind:
(1) Choose a school with a thorough understanding of each school's unique characteristics
Part-time high schools offer general courses, specialized courses (agricultural, technical, commerce,
information, combined, and industrial), and integrated courses. Some schools offer daytime classes, while
others offer evening classes, and some schools offer a graded system or credit-based system, depending on
how credits are earned.
To select the school that best suits your needs among various types of schools available, it is important to
carefully review and understand the type of schools in advance.

(2) Choose a school or department after careful consideration of your aptitudes, abilities, career path, and
learning environment.

For example, a high school with a general course of study may be a good choice for students who wish to
enter a university or junior college. In addition, a high school with a specialized department would be
suitable for students who wish to acquire specialized knowledge and skills and become active in society as
soon as possible. Of course, it is also possible to go on to a university from a high school with a specialized
department. Furthermore, if you want to study while working, it is important to choose a school by
considering the location of your workplace and the school.

* If it becomes difficult for you to commute to school due to job relocation or other reasons, please do not
drop out or change your course of study immediately, but consult with your homeroom teacher,
Consultation Corner for Tokyo Metropolitan High School Entrance Examination or Tokyo Metropolitan
Educational Consultation Center listed on the back cover of this guide.

2 How much does tuition cost?

(1) Tuition (Graded system: 32,400 yen per year, Credit-based system: 1,740 yen per credit)

High School Tuition Support Fund Program (hereinafter referred to as "Tuition Support Fund") has been
introduced since the 2014 academic year. The Tuition Support Fund is available for the households whose
guardian's "municipal (ward/city) inhabitant tax base amount X 6% - (minus) the amount of the adjusted
deduction for municipal(ward/city) inhabitant tax" is less than 304,200 yen (annual income of approx. 9.1
million yen). If approved, the tuition fees will be waived for students by providing the Tuition Support Fund
to schools. If the student does not complete the procedures, he/she will be required to pay the tuition fee.

In 2025 academic year, the national program known as the Temporary Support Program for High
School Students (hereinafter referred to as the “Temporary Support Grant”) was introduced. Under this
program, even students who were excluded from the Tuition Support Fund due to income restrictions
became exempt from tuition fees by applying for the Temporary Support Grant. For 2026 academic year
and beyond, the government is considering what is commonly referred to as the “Tuition-free Policy for
High Schools.”

Please note that those who are enrolled in the school beyond the standard period of study (48 months) are
not eligible for this Tuition Support Fund.

Those who have been enrolled in school beyond the standard period of study and have dropped out in the
past may receive the same support as the Tuition Support Fund for up to 24 months out of the period of

study required for graduation under the "Relearning Support Fund Program."

(2) School fees
In addition to tuition fees, students are required to pay school fees determined by each school. School fees
include the expenses such as textbooks (reserve fund), expenses necessary for student council activities
(student council fee), and PTA membership fees, etc., which are borne by students and parents among other
expenses necessary for school educational activities such as classes and field trips. Please pay the amount
set by each school by the designated method.

(3) Educational Support Benefit (Educational Benefit)

In order to reduce the burden of educational expenses other than tuition fees, such as school fees, etc., and
help high school students receive education with peace of mind, the program provides benefits with no
repayment required to guardians who meet all of the following requirements from a. to c.

(a) The guardian must have a high school student who is eligible to receive the High School Tuition Support
Fund or the Relearning Support Fund.

(b) The guardian must be from a household receiving public assistance or a household exempt from taxation
(0 yen) for prefectural and municipal inhabitant's taxes (including the case of a sudden change in
household finances).

(c) The guardian must have an address in Tokyo.

(4) Grant for Educational Activities
Since the 2017 academic year, the Tokyo Metropolitan Government has introduced a unique grant
program that will cover the expenses related to various educational activities at school on behalf of the
guardians. The specific expenses to be covered vary from school to school. In principle, there is no cash
payment to students or guardians.

(5) Others
Students who study while working may be eligible for the financial aid to cover the cost of textbooks. In
addition, students who have financial difficulties may be able to use the scholarship loan program (Tokyo
Metropolitan Scholarship Fund).

3 What are the course contents and graduation requirements?
(1) Course contents

At each school, students mainly study subjects that are common to each department, such as Japanese

language, Geography and History, Civics, Mathematics, Science, and foreign languages. In specialized

departments, in addition to the subjects common to each department, students study subjects such as

Agriculture, Industry, and Commerce, which are mainly offered in each specialized department.

Furthermore, at high schools with integrated departments, students can choose subjects that are common
to each department, as well as subjects that are offered in specialized departments, allowing them to study
comprehensively.

(2) Graduation qualification
a. Atleast 3 years of enrollment is required.
b. Complete all required courses and earn at least 74 credits.
c¢.  The achievement of special activities must be deemed satisfactory in terms of their objectives.
* Course contents slightly vary depending on the school so please contact each high school directly for
details. There is no difference between the full-time and the part-time courses in terms of graduation
qualifications, ete.



4 What are the class hours?
(1) Evening part-time course
Classes are offered for four hours a day from approximately 5:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. (Most schools have meal

5 What kind of club activities are available?

Club activities are held after school by those who wish to join. The main club activities are listed below. Let's deepen
your friendship through club activities and make good memories of your high school life. There are also events such as
the "Tokyo Metropolitan High School Part-time/Correspondence Course Art Festival," the "Tokyo Metropolitan High
School Part-time/Correspondence Course Life Experience Presentation," and the "Tokyo Metropolitan High School
Athletic Federation Part-time/Correspondence Course Comprehensive Athletic Meet" for part-time and correspondence
course students, as well as other events where national competitions are held.

6 Eligibility requirements and application procedures
(1) Eligibility for application
The applicant must fall under either of the following A. or B. and have a residence or place of employment in Tokyo,
and be certain to keep the residence or place of employment till the date of admission. (Where you live or work must be
in Tokyo continuously after admission).
Please be noted that high school graduates may not be re-admitted to the same course from which they graduated.
A. March 2026 prospective junior high school graduates, or those who have already graduated.
B. Those who have reached the appropriate age and have been certified as having academic ability equivalent or superior

to that of a junior high school graduate.

(2) Documents required for application
A. Prospective junior high school graduates
(a) Application form
Applications via the Internet ("Internet Application") will be accepted for entrance examinations based on

recommendations and for the first round of applications/ first phase of application period. Applicants are
required to attach an image of a frontal photo from the waist up with no hat on, taken on or after October 1,
2025. Details on how to enter your application information will be announced later on the Tokyo Metropolitan
Board of Education's website.

In addition, if an applicant is unable to apply online unavoidably for the first round of applications /first
phase of application period, or in case of the second phase of application period/second round of applications,
he/she must apply using the prescribed application form of the Tokyo Metropolitan High Schools. However, the
format of the application forms for Hitotsubashi, Shinjuku-yamabuki, Ogikubo, Roppongi, Oedo, Setagaya-
izumi, Minorigaoka, Kirigaoka, Odaibashi and Tachikawamidori high schools are unique to each high school.
Please contact each high school if you have any questions about how to fill out the application form.

(b) School report

It will be prepared by the junior high school that the applicant will graduate from and sent to the principal
of the metropolitan high school as a confidential letter. However, the applicants for Roppongi, Oedo, Setagaya-
izumi, Minorigaoka, Kirigaoka, Odaibashi, Tachikawamidori and Hachioji-takushin (for Challenge class) high
schools are not required to submit the school report.

(c) Self PR (promotion) card

You can write your reasons for applying, what you have leaned and gained through your studies and
activities in junior high school, and what you would like to tell the school you choose. When filling out the
form, please refer to "The students whom our school expects to be” provided by each high school. Please note
that Roppongi, Oedo, Setagaya-izumi, Minorigaoka, Kirigaoka, Odaibashi, Tachikawamidori and Hachioji-
takushin (for Challenge class) high schools require the submission of the "Application report" prescribed by
the school instead of the Self-PR Card.

(d) Entrance examination fee

For online applications, please pay 950 yen on the application site. Payment can be made by credit card,
convenience store, or Pay-easy. Alternatively, you may make the payment using a payment slip at the
financial institution specified on the back of the payment slip, and then upload an image of the receipt to the
application site. If you use the prescribed application form, please pay using the payment slip and attach the
receipt to the back of the application form. However, if you are unable to pay at a financial institution, etc. due
to closing time or other reasons, please pay in cash at the high school of your choice when you submit the

application for admission.



B. Those who have already graduated from junior high school

(a) Submit above (a) through (d). However, those who are 20 years old or older as of March 31, 2026, need to submit a
graduation certificate instead of (a) (b) above.

(b) Certificate of items listed in residence card or a document certifying the place of employment (including
prospective employer) in Tokyo.

(c) Those who are 18 years old or older as of March 31, 2026 (born before April 1, 2008) and who wish to do so will be

selected based on an interview and an essay. instead of an academic achievement test (This is called the "Special

Measures for Adult Examinees for Part-time Course"). Those who wish to apply through this measure should
submit the "Application for the Special Measures for Adult Examinees (designated form)" in addition to the above,

along with the application form. However, this measure does not apply to high schools with part-time courses of

credit-based system (see below * ) and correspondence courses.

In the selection process, a school will try to select applicants expected to graduate from junior high school and
those who have already graduated first (excluding eligible persons for the special measures for adult examinees
for part-time course), and then determine the successful applicants from those who are eligible for the special

measures for adult examinees for the part-time course.

(8) How to apply

a. For the first round of applications/first phase of application period
Applicants are to submit the application online and also submit the documents required for the application to the
metropolitan high school by a traceable face-to-face delivery method such as registered mail and make sure that
they arrive by the application deadline. However, if you are enrolled in a junior high school in Tokyo, your school
will compile the documents necessary for application and send them to the metropolitan high school.
In addition, if you are unable to mail the documents for application during the application period due to

unavoidable circumstances, you may contact the metropolitan high school to which you wish to apply and submit

the documents in person.
b. After the second phase of application period/second round of applications

Please submit the necessary documents for application to the office of the high school to which you wish to apply

during the application period.

Applications by post will only be accepted when arriving by registered mail by the application deadline. Please
enclose, along with your application documents, a self-addressed and stamped standard-size (Nagagata 3 gou - long

size #3) envelope for returning your admission ticket.

(4) Admission fee

Successful applicants will receive an "Admission Fee Payment Notice" at the time of the announcement of acceptance.
Please pay the admission fee of 2,100 yen at a financial institution by the specified date.

Also, there is a program to reduce or exempt the admission fee for those who have difficulty paying it.

7 About Credit-Based High Schools

The credit-based high school (part-time course) is designed to allow anyone to receive a high school education as
needed. Students are eligible for graduation if they have been enrolled for at least three years and have earned the

required credits, including those accumulated from their enrollment and credits earned at other high schools.



Correspondence Course

Correspondence courses provide education by correspondence through methods such as feed-
back based instruction and interview guidance; the duration of study is 3 years or more. The
principle is for students to study independently at home.

O Regarding Tokyo metropolitan high schools, Hitotsubashi , Shinjuku-yamabuki , and
Sunagawa high schools will accept applications for correspondence courses.

O Students who study while working may be eligible for an income tax deduction as a “working
student”.

1 How to study in the correspondence course

(1) Continue to plan your learning

Correspondence courses are based on home study, so it 1s important to have clear goals and a plan that
works for you to continue your studies.

(2) Accreditation of earned credits
Credits are awarded by achieving the specified results in reporting assignments (reports), interview
guidance (schooling), and accreditation examinations (first and second-semester examinations).
a. Reporting assignments (reports) * The number of reports to be submitted is determined for each course
of study.
 Approximately 82 to 86 reporting assignments are to be sent to the school per year for 30 credit
enrollments for correction and guidance.
* Submitted reporting assignments will be returned to you for correction and guidance.
Please note that you will receive guidance until your reporting assignment is passed.
b. Interview guidance (schooling)
The number of days required to attend schooling varies depending on the course of study. Students
attend school approximately 20-24 days per year and receive interview guidance. As a rule, interview
guidance dates are scheduled on Saturdays.

<About “Correspondence High School Web Learning Courses”>
This is an initiative to reduce the number of days students have to attend school for interview
guidance (schooling) to about 5 days per year by using various media (NHK High School Courses, Study
Supplement, school-produced videos, etc.) (* This is in accordance with the special exception to the
curriculum stipulated in Chapter 1, Subsection 2, 5 (5) of the Guidelines for the Course of Study at
Senior High Schools.)

(1) Class contents

a. Each subject and course common to each department to be studied equivalent to the first year will be
basic subjects such as Japanese language, Geography and History, Civics, Mathematics, Science, and
foreign languages.

b. Students will study at their own convenient time, place, and method, using textbooks, study books,

and supplementary materials.



(2) Graduation Qualifications
a. At least 3 years of enrollment is required.
b. Complete all required courses and earn at least 74 credits.
¢. The achievement of special activities must be deemed satisfactory in terms of their objectives.
* Course contents slightly vary depending on the school, so please contact each high school directly for
details. There is no difference between the full-time and the correspondence courses in terms of

graduation qualifications, etc.

4 What kind of club activities are available?
Clubs are active mainly on the day of interview guidance (schooling). As a venue for presenting the results

of their activities, there is an event such as “the Tokyo Metropolitan Competition” co-hosted by the
correspondence course and the part-time course. By participating, you will make friends and also have good
memories of your high school life. Please participate actively. The main club activities are listed below.

* Drama, light music, tea ceremony, photography, basketball, tennis, baseball, badminton, etc.

5 What are the eligibility requirements and application procedures?

(1) Eligibility for application
The applicant must fall under either of the following (a) or (b), and have a residence or place of

employment in Tokyo, and be certain to keep the residence or place of employment till the date of

admission. (Where you live or work must be in Tokyo continuously after admission.) Also, the applicant

must be able to attend the interview guidance (schooling) conducted by the metropolitan high school

concerned.

a. March 2026 prospective junior high school graduates, or those who have already graduated.

b. Those who have reached the appropriate age and have been certified as having academic ability
equivalent or superior to that of a junior high school graduate.
However, in the first phase of selection, this applies only to applicants who have withdrawn from high
school and (i) have not earned any credits at high school, or (ii) whose earned credits are less than or
equal to the number of credits prescribed by the metropolitan high school concerned, and who will not

transfer such credits.

(2) Documents required for application (a, b, and the payment slip of ¢ must be the forms prescribed by the

school)
a. Application form b. School report c. Entrance examination fee (950 yen)

d. Certificate of items listed in residence card or a document certifying the place of employment

(including prospective employer) in Tokyo
e. Other documents as determined by the principal of the metropolitan high school concerned
= Please contact each high school directly for details on eligibility and documents required for application.
The application form and other necessary documents are available at each high school.

(8) How to apply

(a) First phase of selection
Applicants are to submit the application online and also submit the documents required for the

application to the metropolitan high school by a traceable face-to-face delivery method such as registered
mail and make sure that they arrive by the application deadline. However, if you are enrolled in a junior
high school in Tokyo, your school will compile the documents necessary for application and send them to

the metropolitan high school.

In addition, if you are unable to mail the documents for application during the application period due to

unavoidable circumstances, you may contact the metropolitan high school to which you wish to apply

and submit the documents in person.

(b) Second phase of selection
Submit the necessary documents to the high school of your choice during the application period.
Applications by post will not be accepted (except for applications from islands).

(4) Admission fee
Successful applicants will receive an "Admission Fee Payment Notice" at the time of the announcement
of acceptance. Please pay the admission fee of 500 yen at a financial institution by the specified date.
Also, there is a program to reduce or exempt the admission fee for those who have difficulty paying it.

2 Transfer/transfer admissions to Tokyo Metropolitan High Schools
(part-time course or correspondence course)

Tokyo metropolitan high schools recruit students for “Transfer and Transfer admissions”
every semester. The number of applicants to be accepted for each high school will be posted on
the website of the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education at the recruitment period. Also, each
school that recruits students for transfer/transfer admissions requires different documents, so
please contact the high school you will apply to directly. At the same time, please request the

necessary documents.

(1) Transfer
This means that students who are currently enrolled in a high school move to the equivalent

grade level at another high school uninterruptedly. In principle, students should apply to the same
course or department, but for the recruitment of the second semester of the first year, students may
apply to a different course or department. However, if the principal of the metropolitan high school
to which the student is applying recognizes that he/she will be able to complete and earn the credits
necessary for graduation after transferring, the student may apply to a different course or
department for the recruitment of the third semester of the first year or later.
Schools have three recruiting periods per year in March, August, and December.
© Eligibility for application
Currently enrolled high school students who have an address or place of
employment in Tokyo or who are certain to have an address or place of employment in
Tokyo by the date of admission.
© Documents to be submitted
+ Application form for transfer/transfer admissions (distributed by the high school to which
you are applying)
+ Identification that can confirm the applicant's address or place of employment (certificate of
items listed in residence card, certificate of employment, etc.)
* Transfer inquiry form and certificate of enrollment
* Certificate of academic credits and transcript of records
* Other documents specified by the principal to which you are applying
+ Entrance examination fee for part-time courses and correspondence courses: 950 yen (pay in
cash)

(2) Transfer admission
This refers to the transfer from a different type of school or the re-enrollment in a second or
higher grade after completing more than one year of high school curriculum and then withdrawing
from the school.
© Eligibility for application
A person who falls under either of the following a or b.
a. Applicants must have earned credits equivalent to or higher than the first
grade at high school by the time of withdrawing from the school and have a
residence or place of employment in Tokyo, or be certain to have a residence or
place of employment in Tokyo by the date of admission (Schools have a recruiting
period once a year in March).
b. Persons enrolled in an upper secondary school, a technical college or a special needs high
school, etc. (Schools have three recruiting periods per year in March, August, and

December.)

3 Frequently Asked Questions

(1) To apply for new first year students

[Question 1] (Planning to move from a prefecture other than Tokyo)
I currently live in a prefecture other than Tokyo, but after graduating from junior
high school, I will be living with my father, who is working alone in Tokyo. I
would like to attend a metropolitan high school. Am I eligible to apply for a part-
time course?

[ Answer ] Since the applicant will be residing in Tokyo, he/she is eligible to apply for a part-
time course.

[Question 2] (Payment of entrance examination fee for an applicant from outside of Tokyo)
If I take the test from outside of Tokyo, how should I pay the entrance examination fee?

[ Answer ] For online applications, credit card payment can be made on the application

website. If you use a payment slip, payment can be made at "Tokyo Metropolitan
Government Public Finance Collection Agencies” even if you live outside of Tokyo
(see the website of the Tokyo Metropolitan Government Bureau of Accounting for
the list of financial institutions you can make payment at). If you are unable to
pay at a financial institution due to closing time or other reasons, please pay in
cash at the counter of the high school you wish to attend when you submit your
application form.

(2) To transfer/transfer admissions

[Question 3] (Transfer between the same courses)
I am currently enrolled in a part-time course. Can I apply for transfer/transfer

admission to other part-time course?

[ Answer ] It is possible to transfer if you are accepted through the recruitment for
transfer/transfer admission (see page 14), which schools conduct every semester.
For details, please contact the high school of your choice.

[Question 4] (Transfer between different courses)
I am currently enrolled in the first year of a part-time course. Can I apply for

transfer/transfer admission to the full-time course?

[ Answer ] In principle, students must apply to the same course and department as before their
transfer, but in the second semester of the first year, students may apply to a different
course and department. For applications after the third semester of the first year,

students may apply to a different course or department if the principal of the

metropolitan high school to which the student is transferring recognizes that the student

is capable of completing the credits required for graduation after the transfer.

The same applies to transfers from correspondence courses.

[Question 5] (Transfer/transfer admission from miscellaneous school)
Can I apply for a part-time course from an assistant nursing school (miscellaneous
school)?

[ Answer ] Transfer or transfer admission from a specialized training college or miscellaneous school

[Question 6] (Transfer admission of students who withdrew during the school year)
I have dropped out of the first year of a part-time course. Can I apply for the

transfer/transfer admission after the second semester?

[ Answer ] Students who have not earned credits equivalent to or higher than the first grade are
not eligible to apply for transfer/transfer admission. However, it is possible to apply for

the next entrance exam (as a new first-year student).

[Question 7] (Application for transfer admission with subjects passed in the high school equivalency
examination (former Daiken))
Can I apply for transfer/transfer admission by counting the subjects that I have
passed in the high school equivalency examination (former Daiken) as credits in

addition to the credits I have earned in high school, etc.?

[ Answer ] The policy on whether or not subjects you have passed in the examination (former
Daiken) counts as credits earned in high school varies by school, so please contact the

high school to which you wish to apply directly.
