Correspondence courses are courses that provide education by correspondence through
methods such as correction and interview guidance, the duration of study is 3 years or more.
The principle is for students to study independently at home.

O In terms of Tokyo metropolitan high schools, Hitotsubashi High School, Shinjuku Yamabuki
High School, and Sunagawa High School will be accepting applications for correspondence
courses .

o Students who study while working may be eligible for an income tax deduction as a working

student.

1 When studying in the correspondence course
(1) Continue to plan your learning
Correspondence courses are based on home study, so it is important to have firm goals and a plan that
works for you to continue your studies.
(2) Accreditation of the acquisition of credits
Credits are awarded by achieving the specified results in reporting assignments (reports), interview
guidance (schooling), and credit examinations (first and second-semester examinations).
a. Reporting assignments (reports) * The number of reports to be submitted is determined for each
course of study.
» Approximately 82 to 86 reporting assignments are sent to the school per year for 30 credit enrollments
for correction and guidance.
* Submitted reporting assignments will be returned to you for correction and guidance.
Please note that the reporting assignment will receive guidance until it is passed.
b. Interview guidance (schooling)
The number of days required to attend schooling varies depending on the course of study. Students
attend school approximately 20-24 days per year and receive interview guidance. As a rule,
interview instruction days are scheduled on Saturdays.

<About [Correspondence High School Web Learning Course| >

This is an initiative to reduce the number of days students have to attend school for interview guidance
(schooling) to about 5 days per year by using various media (NHK High School Courses, Study Supplement,
school-produced videos, etc.) (* This is in accordance with the special exception to the curriculum stipulated
in Chapter 1, Subsection 2, 5 (5) of the Guidelines for the Course of Study at Senior High Schools. )
The program has been implemented on a trial basis at Shinjuku Yamabuki Senior High School since fiscal
year 2022, and has been in full-scale implementation since fiscal year 2023.
Hitotsubashi High School and Sunagawa High School are also scheduled to implement the program starting
in 2024.

% Requirements for Accreditation of the acquisition of credits
* Students are required to submit and pass a set number of reportable assignments in each subject area
and course.
* The student must attend at least the number of hours specified for each subject/subject.
* Pass the credit examinations (first and second-semester examinations) for each subject and course.
(8) Characteristics of each school
Each correspondence course of metropolitan high schools (Hitotsubashi, Shinjuku Yamabuki, and
Sunagawa) has its own characteristics, so please refer to the “School Guide” or “Booklet of Correspondence
Education” of each school.
2 How much does it cost to study?
(1) Correspondence course fee (336 yen per credit)
The Senior High School Tuition Support Fund system (hereinafter referred to as "Tuition Support
Fund") has been introduced for students enrolling in the 2014 academic year. the Tuition Support Fund
is available for households whose guardian's [taxable standard amount of municipal inhabitant tax x 6% -
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the amount of adjusted deduction for municipal inhabitant tax] is less than 304,200 yen (approx.
9,100,000 yen per year). If certified, this system provides schools with a Tuition Support Fund, thereby
waiving the student's correspondence course fees. If you do not follow the procedures, you will be charged
for the Correspondence course.

Please note that those who are enrolled in a school beyond the standard period of study (48 months) are
not eligible for the Tuition Support Fund.

Those who are enrolled in the school beyond the standard period of study and have dropped out in the
past may receive the same support as the Tuition Support Fund for up to 24 months of the period of study
required for graduation through the Study Re-learning Tuition Support Fund.

(2) Expenses other than the course fee
a. National Agency for the Advancement of Sports and Health Mutual Aid Premiums ¥165 (annual
amount)
b. Fees for teaching materials required for practical training (varies depending on the subject).
c. Postage for reports, etc. (Mail for Correspondence course falls under the category of fourth-class mail
and costs 15 yen up to 100 grams.)
(3)Grants for Supplemental Scholarship (Stipend-type Scholarship)

To reduce the burden of educational expenses other than course fees, such as school levies, etc., so that
high school students can receive education with peace of mind, the program provides non-repayable
benefits to parents who meet all of the following requirements from a to c.

a. There must be high school students who are eligible to receive the Senior High School Tuition

Support Fund or the Study Re-learning Tuition Support Fund.

b.  Households receiving public assistance or households that are exempt (0 yen) from prefectural and

municipal income tax (including cases of sudden change in household finances).

c¢. The guardian must have an address in Tokyo.

(4) Stipend-type Scholarship

In order to ensure that everyone can learn with peace of mind and develop their potential to the fullest,
a scholarships-in-kind system was introduced in fiscal year 2009, in which the TMG will pay the expenses
for educational activities such as qualification exams, study camps, and language camps at school, etc., on
behalf of parents/guardians, in order to ensure that everyone can learn and develop their potential to the
fullest.

Specific eligible expenses will vary depending on the school.
As a rule, no cash benefits are provided to students or parents.
(5) Others

Students who study while working may be eligible for subsidies for textbooks, study books, etc. In
addition, if you have difficulty in studying due to financial reasons, you may be able to use the scholarship
loan system (Tokyo Metropolitan Scholarship Fund).

5 What are the eligibility requirements and application procedures?
(1) Application Eligibility
(a) or (b) below, have a residence or place of work in Tokyo, or are certain to have a residence or place of
work in Tokyo by the date of admission (and are certain to continue to have a residence or place of work in

Tokyo after admission). Those who can attend the interview guidance (schooling) conducted by the relevant

metropolitan high school.

a. Those who are expected to graduate from junior high school in March 2024 or have already graduated

from junior high school.

b. Those who have reached the appropriate age and have been certified as having academic ability

equivalent or superior to a junior high school graduate.
(2) Documents required for application (payment forms for a, b, and c are in the form prescribed by the
school)

a. Application form b. Investigation sheet c. Entrance examination fee (950 yen)

d. Certificate of residence or a document certifying the place of employment (including prospective

employer.) in Tokyo.

e. Other documents as determined by the principal of the metropolitan high school concerned.

The application form and other necessary documents are available at each high school.
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(3) Paano mag-apply

During the application period, submit the necessary documents to the high school of your choice.
Applications by mail will not be accepted (except for applications from islands).

(5) Admission fee

Successful applicants will receive an "Entrance Fee Payment Notice" at the time of the announcement of acceptance.
If it is difficult to pay the entrance fee, there is a system to reduce or exempt the entrance fee.
