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Basic Principle 1

Fostering a “spirit of respect for human rights” and a
“will to contribute towards society”

In Tokyo, where a diverse variety of people live together, there is
a need to foster in all adults and children a correct understanding
of the philosophy of respect for human rights, thoughtfulness, and
an acceptance of the basic rules of community life, as well as a
spirit to contribute towards society.

To this end, the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education will
enhance human rights and spiritual education. We will promote
education that will instill individuals with a sense of independence
and public morality through deepening their awareness of rights
and duties, and liberty and responsibility.

Basic Principle 2
Development of a “rich individuality” and “creativity”

With advances in globalization and the information technol-
ogy revolution, there is a need in Tokyo to foster in each and
every child an aptitude and the ability to think, judge and express
themselves in a way that responds to social changes while living in
an international society.

With the aim of improving basic scholastic abilities to this end,
the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education will place importance
on education that increases children’s individuality and creativity.
We shall also promote education that fosters Japanese people to
be able to live in international society.

Basic Principle 3

Enhancing “general education skills” and “lifelong
learning”

In the face of a falling birthrate and the aging of society, Tokyo
aims to improve general education skills. In addition to society as a
whole supporting the healthy development of children, there is a
need for each and every citizen to study throughout their life and
contribute towards society.

To this end, the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education aims to
enhance the influence of families, schools and local communities in
the educational process and promote cooperation among these
three domains. It also aims to enhance opportunities for social
participation throughout citizens’ lives and to familiarize citizens
with the idea of voluntarily engaging in study, sports and culture.

Basic Principle 4

Promoting “citizens’ participation in education” and
“school management reforms”

It is our duty to carry out educational reforms for the 21st
century. There is the need to step up cooperation among families,
schools and local communities.

There is also the need to encourage citizens’ participation in
education, and to develop a strong educational administration that
places additional importance on a sense of citizenship and manage-
ment.

To this end, the Tokyo Metropolitan Board of Education will
cooperate closely with municipal boards of education to press
ahead with educational administration that has a broad perspec-
tive but nevertheless remains based on local characteristics. We
will also support reforms for self-directed school management with
the aim of creating attractive schools that are trusted by citizens.

Japanese schools start in April and end in March every year. The school year is divided up into several terms (semes-
ters), and schools adopt structures whereby they split the year up into two or three semesters.

& Advancement to higher grades

In Japan, students proceed to higher grades each year starting with the first year of enrollment . When advancing
onto higher education after completing compulsory education, students usually sit for a new student screening
exam.

& Textbooks

Textbooks used in schools offering mandatory education (elementary and junior high school) are provided by
the Japanese government free of charge to each individual child. The National Government does not provide the
textbooks free of charge to the students of senior high schools, secondary education schools (second semester
courses) , and schools for special needs education (senior high school course).

Schools also use other supplementary learning materials aside from textbooks, but they must pay the costs
needed to purchase these themselves.

& School life

Arrival at school

At some elementary schools, the students living nearby walk to and from school in a group. Upon their
arrival at school, they gather in their homeroom, greet their homeroom teacher, and confirm the plan of the
day.

After arriving at school, the children gather in their assigned classrooms, where they check on the schedule for the
day with their homeroom teacher.

Classes are held in the children’s assigned classrooms. At elementary schools, instruction is primarily provided by
homeroom teachers, while at junior and senior high schools instruction is provided mainly by teachers for each
subject instead.

Once classes finish, the children return to their own classroom, where they listen as their homeroom teacher
tells the children the schedule for the following day, before saying their farewells and leaving school.

In most cases, elementary and junior high schools provide school lunches as part of the School education
projects. For the school lunches, the children set the table and clean up afterwards themselves. In addition,
having everyone assemble together to enjoy a nutritionally-balanced meal teaches the students the proper way to
hold meals and desirable human relations, thereby furnishing them with various creative approaches for leading
healthy lives throughout their lifetime.

Parents bear the costs for the food and ingredients.

Cleaning time

The students divide up the tasks of cleaning their homerooms and other spaces they use.

Club activities

When classes are over, the students gather at their homerooms, confirm plans for the following day, and say good-
bye for the day to their homeroom teacher before leaving school.

At junior and senior high schools, as well as some elementary schools, students who so desire
can take part in athletic or cultural activities after school (after classes are over).
